Date from the year in which the Temple was commenced 
by Zerubbable Anno Inventionis (A. I.) "in the year of 
discovery." Add 530 to the vulgar era-1922 and 530 
equal to 2,452. 

SCOTTISH RITE-

Same as Ancient Craft Masonry-except the Jewish 
chronology is used-Anno Mundi (A.M.) "in the year 
of the world." To get the common era add 3,760, thus: 
1922 and 3,760 equal to 5,682. After September add an­
other year. 

RoYAL AND SELECT MAsTERs-

Date from the year in which the Temple of Solomon was 
completed-Anna Depositionis (A. Dep.) "in the year of 
the deposit." Add 1,000 to the common era, thus: 1922 
and 1,000 equal to 2,922. 

KNIGHTS TEMPLAR-

Commence their era with the organization of their order 
Anno Ordinis (A. 0.) "in the year of the Order." From 
the Christian era take 1,118, thus: 1922 less 1,118 equal 
to 804. 

ORDER OF HIOH PBIEBTHOOD-

Date from the year of the blessing of Abraham by the 
High Priest Melchisedek-Anno Benefacio (A. B.). To 
the Christian era add 1913, thus: 1922 and 1913 equal 
to 3,835.

THE ROYAL ARCH MEMORIAL HOSPITAL 

At our last annual convocation the sum of ten thousand dollars 
was appropr_iated for the erection of a solarium to be added to the 
Royal Arch Memorial Hospital, but on account of high cost of material 
and labor the committee declined to build the solarium, and only five 
hundred dollars of the ·appropriation was taken, which was used to pay 
architect's fees. This appropriation has therefore lapsed. 

I recommend that the sum of five t housand dollars be appropriated 
to the Grand Lodge A. F . and A. M . to be used in the maintenance of 
said hospital. - Illinois, 9121. 

The time has come for this body of 38,000 Chapter M asons to 
embark upon a constructive plan for its benevolences. 

The education of these orphan children or the financial assistance 
necessary to bring them to the time when they can do for themselves, 
the relief of the widows, where necessary, and the broadening of our 
viewpoint on benevolences are all necessary. I recommend that the 
incoming Grand High Priest appoint a committee of three to thoroughly 
investigate this matter and report its findings at the 1922 meeting.
